e Recognises and is most responsive to main carer’s voice: face brightens, activity
increases when familiar carer appears.
e Responds to what carer is paying attention to, e.g. following their gaze.

e | can show you that | am interested in what you are doing by looking at and
watching you.

o Likes cuddles and being held: calms, snuggles in, smiles, gazes at carer’s face or
strokes carer’s skin.

e | can show that I like you to hold me or cuddle me by snuggling up to you,
smiling, looking at your face or stroking you.

e Laughs and gurgles, e.g. shows pleasure at being tickled and other physical
interactions.

e |laugh and gurgle to tell you that | like being tickled or lifted up.

e Uses voice, gesture, eye contact and facial expression to make contact with people

and keep their attention.

e | can use my voice or look at you to get your attention and tell you that | want
you to be with me.

Managing feelings and behaviour:
e |s comforted by touch and people’s faces and voices.

Managing feelings and behaviour:

e |like to see grown ups’ faces and hear their voices when | am feeling upset,
worried, tired or hungry.

Seeks physical and emotional comfort by snuggling in to trusted adults.

e | snuggle into grown ups that | know when | am feeling upset, worried or tired.

e Calms from being upset when held, rocked, spoken or sung to with soothing voice.

e When | am feeling upset, | like you to hold me, rock me, speak to me or sing to
me quietly and calmly.

e Shows a range of emotions such as pleasure, fear and excitement.

e | can show you that | am happy, worried or excited by the noises that | make, by
opening and closing my eyes or the way | move my arms and legs.

e Reacts emotionally to other people’s emotions, e.g. smiles when smiled at and
becomes distressed if hears another child crying.

¢ | can show you that | know how other people are feeling by smiling back at a
grown up when they smile at me and becoming upset when | hear another child

crying.

e Listens to familiar sounds, words, or finger plays

e | listen when you sing songs and rhymes as you tickle my tummy or play with my
fingers and toes.

Fleeting Attention — not under child’s control, new stimuli takes whole attention

e | stop what | am doing and listen to a new voice or sound when | hear it.

e Stops and looks when hears own name.

e When you say my name | stop what | am doing and look at you

e Starts to understand contextual clues, e.g. familiar gestures, words and sounds.
