Very tall buildings are called skyscrapers because they are so tall that
they look as if they are touching the sky. The first skyscrapers were
built in the United States at the end of the 1800s. One of the first
examples was the Home Insurance Building in Chicago. It was made
using concrete and steel. The Woolworth Building in New York City,
completed in 1913, was 793 feet (242 meters) tall.
