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Understanding the world

We learn about how our planet was created (religious
and scientific). Explore the solar system in which the
Earth sits. On Earth look at locations including how our
own local area has changed over time.

We learn that families are all different. We discuss what
you know about your own family.

We learn that we share qualities with our friends but
some things we have a different and make us unique.

We investigate life experiences by looking at large events
such as:

weddings, christenings, birthdays, starting school, birth
of a brother or sister.

We learn about a variety of occupations and why they
are important. We look at the choices of occupations in
the past and what you aspire to be when you are older.

We learn about
where they live (habitat) and what they eat. We discuss
domestic and wild animals as well as endangered and
extinct.
